In the weeks that follow, the Mother Church 

rejoices in the resurrection of her Lord. Through 

the Scripture readings, she explores the meaning 

of the Paschal Mystery: the victory of Christ over 

death and the new reality it has created to which 

we all belong. Hence, Easter, rather than being an 

end, is the beginning of a new life and a new 

divine order, which we are called to embrace and 

through which we are called to bring the life and 

light of Christ into a broken world. As St Paul 

urges us, through the Paschal Mystery: 

 

‘…the time, that the hour has come for you to wake from sleep. For 

salvation is nearer to us now than when we first believed. The night is 

far gone; the day is at hand. So then let us cast off the works of darkness 

and put on the armour of light.’ Romans 13
